Leicestershire has been designated as a 'Growth Area' and irrespective of political or planning policies is
going to see a big increase in its population over the next 20 years. What does this mean for our towns
and countryside? Can the distinction between town and country survive in an increasingly mobile
society? How do we balance the rights of individuals to a better home with long term conservation and
sustainability? These are issues for everywhere, but are especially acute in Leicestershire.

Adrian Jones examines the pressures, implications and options for development over the next 20 years.
He was Director of Planning and Transport for Nottingham City Council and more recently Sustainable
Development Director for emda. He has worked as a consultant on the Leicestershire eco town
proposal.
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
